Pat Brown gave an overview of the proposed Final Grade Grievance Policy.  Discussion centered around Step 3 in the  formal process, where the Executive Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs has the choice of either making the final decision or convening a hearing committee to make the final decision. Concern was expressed about the VP being able to overturn a grade.  Concern was also expressed that while the time-line for students was clearly laid-out, the faculty and administrative time line was only inferred.

Education Resources—Prior Experiential Learning

Charlie gave an overview.  The state is trying to reduce student’s time on campus by allowing credit for prior learning while making the process cost effective for the college.   Students may earn credit either through challenge exams or through portfolios. Challenge exams have the benefit of being an inexpensive way to gain credits.  Portfolio can be over many classes and is $7.50 a credit.   Giving credit for prior learning has the benefit of increasing student retention.  The state feels that the faculty should receive compensation for their time.  The policy should include a fee structure to take to the board.
