6. Update  on Student Achievement Initiative

A draft handout of Current Student Achievement Framework and Proposed Changes was distributed.  The taskforce is composed of members from across the state. Momentum is about moving students through development education as soon as possible.  At the moment, 10% of the funding will be attached to this schema.  A number of presidents haven’t agreed to this percentage.  Tim asked IC members to think about ways of increasing momentum points over the summer and initiate conversations. 7. New Requirement for Reporting Child Abuse
