· Adjuncts are looking for other adjuncts to help them learn Canvas.

· We are working on filling the vacant positions so that we will have more support for faculty making the transition to Canvas.

· Charlie will talk to Char Gore about this Angel to Canvas transition issue.

· Charlie will  look at delaying the transfer of Angel to Canvas to see if it can be delayed past Fall 2013 (all courses are to be transitioned by the start of Winter 2014).

· If you have other concerns contact Charlie Crawford. 

· Charlie is willing to meet with the people that have done the conversion already to see what issues they had.
